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For more than 50 years, the Tennessee
Legislative Internship Program (TLIP) has
provided students from across Tennessee the
opportunity to experience Tennessee politics
and contribute to the democratic process by
serving as interns in the Tennessee General
Assembly. Students completing the internship
can receive up to 15 credit hours and a stipend
of $8,000 for the semester.

or completed at least 60 hours by Fall 2024
